· Paris is an expensive city. The monthly average rent is about 650 euros.

· The rent does not include electricity and heating (about 35/45 euros/month)
· When signing a contract, you will legally be asked to pay the first month rent + 1 month deposit (this deposit will be given back to you when leaving)
· You will also be asked to pay for a housing insurance (about 20 euros/year)
